The Lehigh-Northampton Airport Authority (LNAA) seeks to pre-qualify General and Sl_Jb—
Contractors for anticipated work with the Lehigh Valley International Airport Sound Insulation
Program. It is mandatory that all contractors who intend to submit a bid, fully complete the
Contractor's Qualification Statement, provide all materials requested herein, utilize pre-gualified
sub-contractors and be approved by LNAA to be on the final bidders list. No bid will be accepted
from a contractor that has failed to comply with these requirements.

PROJECT SCOPE

Work to include alterations and madifications to groups of approximately 35-55 existing, occupied
homes ar apartments per bidded contract. Approximately 150 additional homes or apartments of
various types and sizes in neighborhoods surrounding the Lehigh Valley International Airport
(Borough of Catasaugua, Hanover Township-MNorthampton County, Hanover Township-Lehigh
County, and Whitehall Township, PA) are to receive the above treatments during the coming year
to achieve interior noise reduction. This includes, but is not limited to, replacement of existing
windows and doors, door weather stripping, interior ceiling and wall modifications, mechanical
and electrical modifications, and related items: all completed in accordance with project plans and
specifications. Prospective general and sub-contractors should have comparable experience in
residential renovation. The LVIA Sound Insulation Program is funded through a combination of
Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) Airport Improvement Program (AIP) grants, PENNDOT
Bureau of Aviation grants, and LNAA contributions.

GENERAL CONTRACTOR INSTRUCTIONS

The Contractor's Qualification Statement must be fully completed. Answers to guestions
contained in the Contractor's Qualification Statement, information about current bonding capacity,
notarized statement from surety, and the most recent reviewed or audited financial statements,
with accompanying notes and supplemental information, are required. LNAA will use these
documents as the basis of rating prospective general contractors in respect to the size and scope
of the contracts upon which each prospective general contractor is qualified to bid. LNAA
reserves the right to check other sources available. Incomplete or unclear documentation, in the
sole judgment of LNAA, will result in the rejection of the prospective general contractor.
Submission of false and/or misleading responses in the Contractor's Qualification Statement will
result in rejection of the prospective general contractor,

SUB-CONTRACTOR INSTRUCTIONS

The Contractor's Qualification Statement must be accompanied by a cover letter indicating the
trade(s) for which pre-gualification is requested. The Contractor's Qualification Statement must be
completed with the following exceptions:

Section Il - ESSENTIAL REQUIREMENTS FOR QUALIFICATION: Omit Question 15

Section IV - BUSINESS PERFORMANCE AND COMLIANCE: Omit Questions 39-42

Section V| = FINANCING & SURETY: Financial statements are not required with initial
submission; however may be requested prior to sub-contractor approval.

LMNAA will use submitted information as the basis of rating prospective subcontractors in respect
to the size and scope of the contracts upon which each prospective sub-contractor is qualified to
bid. LNAA reserves the right to check other sources available. Incomplete or unclear
